The car (noun) = The bright red car (noun phrase)

· We can also add further information by using ‘with’

· We can also use prepositions within an expanded noun phrase (in, at, in front, behind etc)

The bright red car in the fast lane of the motorway.

The bright red car behind my granddad’s bicycle.

The bright red car on the back of the lorry.
