Main Purpose:

To work within, and specialise in, EYFS provision. To work with and supervise individuals and
groups of children under the direction/instruction of teaching &/or senior staff, inclusive of
specific individual learning needs, enabling access to learning for all pupils and assistance
and support in classroom management and behaviour techniques and providing specialist
support in a specific curricular / resource area

Main Duties:
SUPPORT FOR THE PUPIL

e Establish good working relationships with pupils, acting as a role model and setting high

expectations.

Provide consistent support to all pupils, responding appropriately to individual pupil needs.

Assist with the development and implementation of Individual Education/support Plans.

Promote inclusion and acceptance of all pupils.

Encourage pupils to interact with others and engage in activities led by the teacher and

other staff.

e Promote self-esteem and independence, employing strategies to recognise and reward
achievement within established school procedure.

e Provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and achievement under the guidance
and direction of the teacher.

e Use specialist (curricular/learning) skills/training/experience to support pupils.

SUPPORT FOR THE TEACHER

e Monitor and evaluate pupils' responses to learning activities through observation and
planned recording of achievement against pre-determined learning objectives.

e Provide objective and accurate feedback and reports to the teacher as required, on pupil
achievement, progress and other matters, ensuring the availability of appropriate
evidence.

e Be responsible for keeping and updating records in agreed format with the teacher,
contributing to reviews of systems/records as requested.

e Promote positive values attitudes and good pupil behaviour, dealing promptly with conflict
and incidents and encouraging pupils to take responsibility for their own behaviour in line
with established school policy.

e Be aware of and comply with school policies and procedures relating to child protection,
health, safety and security, confidentiality, behaviour and data protection.

according to school policies and procedures and within working hours.

Accompany teaching staff and pupils on visits, trips and out of school activities as required.

undertaken.

e Support the delivery of agreed learning activities/learning programmes, adjusting activities
according to pupil learning styles and individual needs.

e Support the delivery of literacy/numeracy programmes, effectively utilising all alternative
learning opportunities to support extended development.

e Determine the need for, prepare and maintain general and specialist equipment and
resources.
