Assist and support with classroom and behaviour management, preparation of 

work and the learning environment. Contribute to the raising of standards in 

pupil achievement. To work on a 1:1 basis under the direction/instruction of 

teaching and/or senior staff. 

 

Support for Pupils 

• Establish good working relationships with pupils, acting as a role model. 

• Be aware of and respond appropriately to individual pupil needs ensuring 

effective interaction. 

• Provide specific support to pupils dependent upon their individual needs 

ensuring their safety whilst supporting access to learning activities. 

• Promote inclusion and acceptance of all pupils. 

• Encourage pupils to interact with others and engage in activities led by the 

teacher. 

• Promote self-esteem and independence. 

• Provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and achievement under the 

guidance and direction of the teacher.
